I. Basic Obligations as a Member of the Piedmont East Bay Children’s Choir 
 

We acknowledge that the singer, as a member of the Piedmont East Bay Children’s Choir, 
agrees to attend weekly rehearsals, and participate in all dress rehearsals and concerts, 
during the regular choir season (September 2011 through June 2012). Additionally, members 
of these specific groups agree to the following additional obligations: Boys Advanced/Girls 
Advanced and Concert Choir: participation in the fall 2011 retreat at Walker Creek. 
Ensemble and Concert Choir – participation in Summer Choir Camp 2011, and the 2012 
Spring tour. Ancora – participation in the fall 2011 Anchor Bay retreat and the January 2012 
Volti Choral Institute. Ecco – participation in the September 2011 Volti Choral Institute.

II. Liability Release 
 

In consideration of being allowed to participate in Piedmont East Bay Children’s Choir 
activities, including, but not limited to auditions, rehearsals, performances, retreat, tours and 
camp, and transportation to and from such activities, the undersigned acknowledges and 
agrees to the following provisions of this release:  
 

A. The Piedmont East Bay Children’s Choir is hereby released and held harmless from 
any and all liability, claims, or demands for damages which the undersigned 
presently has or may have in the future, arising out of any personal injury, emotional 
distress, bodily injury, sickness, death, loss of property, property damage, or any 
other loss, costs or expenses incurred by the undersigned, during the course of, as the 
result of, or in any way connected with the undersigned’s participation in Piedmont 
East Bay Children’s Choir activities, whether such damages, costs, or expenses may 
arise out of the negligence or carelessness (but not the willful misconduct) of the 
Choir. 
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B. This release extends, without limitation, to all travel in any way connected with 

Piedmont East Bay Children’s Choir activities -- including, but not limited to tours, 
retreats, and camp -- including all travel to and within any foreign country, and any 
and all connections, stopovers, transfers, and domestic portions of such travel. This 
release also specifically extends, without limitation, to claims based on allegations of 
failure to warn of circumstances or conditions within any foreign country, or failure 
to warn of any U.S. State Department travel advisory or travel warning. 

 
C. The undersigned acknowledges and is aware that participation in Piedmont East Bay 

Children’s Choir tours may involve risks and hardships, foreseen and unforeseen, 
including, but not limited to risks of exposure to illness or disease, unsanitary or 
unsafe food and water, inadequate or non-existent medical and dental services, 
unsafe or dangerous conditions, crime, and political instability. The undersigned 
agrees to assume all risks in connection with Piedmont East Bay Children’s Choir 
tours, whether such risks are foreseen or unforeseen. 

 
D. This release extends to and includes all directors, employees, agents, principals, 

contractors, representatives, successors, assignees, sponsors, volunteers, associates, 
affiliates, attorneys, and insurers of the Piedmont East Bay Children’s Choir; to all 
other persons and entities subject to liability derived from the conduct of the Choir; 
and to any vicarious liability of the Piedmont East Bay Children’s Choir based on the 
conduct of any other person or entity. 

 
E. This release is binding upon the family, estate, heirs, representatives, successors, 

assignees, officers, agents, and employees of the undersigned. 
 

F. The undersigned expressly agrees that this release, waiver, and indemnity agreement 
is intended to be as broad and inclusive as is permitted by the laws of the State of 
California, and that if any portion of it is held invalid, it is agreed that the balance 
shall, notwithstanding, continue in full legal force and effect. The undersigned agrees 
that this document shall be construed in accordance with California law, without 
regard for conflicts-of-law principles. 

 
G. Because of the various risks involved with Piedmont East Bay Children’s Choir 

activities, both my child and I recognize the importance of following the instructions 
provided to him/her by the various paid and volunteer staff members acting on behalf 
of the Choir. Both my child and I agree that he/she will comply with all the rules as 
set forth by such individuals and to comply with such instructions as they may give 
him/her.

IV. Refund Policies

A. Students withdrawing from the Choir must do so by submitting the withdrawal request 

form (available online and at the choir office) to the choir office. 
 

B. A $100 administrative fee will be deducted from any refund. 
 

C. Students who submit a withdrawal request by the third class meeting will receive a 
refund less a $100 administrative fee. 

 
D. No refunds are available for camp, tour, and retreats except with the written approval of 

the Executive Director.
